Eligible Officials – Show steward____ Veterinarian ____ If the vet is not available, the show steward with a judge or another show steward may 
measure but the measurement will be for competition purposes only. The form is sent to USEF and not given to the owner. 

____ The trainer must fill out the top of the form. The trainer must be at least 18 yrs. old.
____ Check with the show office for the horse or pony’s competition number. The horse/pony must be entered to compete.
____ Does the owner have the required USEF membership and email address?
____ Introduce yourself and ascertain if they understand the process and are ready to be measured.
____ Purpose of measurement? First time or measured for this competition only 
____ The animal must be jogged for soundness on a firm, level surface - Not lame go forward. Lame stop measurement and 	
	   send form to USEF.
____ Veterinarian ascertain if age of animal is same as indicated: 5 and under or 6 and over. 
____ If animal is 5 and under (temporary measurement card)/6 and over (standard measurement card). Circle One.
____ The measurement surface must be level. Concrete or paved surface is required. If a suitable surface is not available, a 	
	   competition only measurement can be done and no measurement form is given to the owner.

Written reports of every measurement/attempt to measure must be sent to USEF. 

PRIOR TO MEASUREMENT:             *Courtesy, trial or repeat measurements cannot be done.

HUNTER/JUMPER AND WELSH MEASUREMENT CHECKLIST

THE MEASUREMENT:

____ Complete sex, color, breed & markings section. No blank lines.
____ Federation approved stick – note number of stick on form. 
____ Stick assembled correctly? 
____ Familiarize animal with the stick. Be patient and give it adequate time to relax. 
____ Animal must stand square, with the poll on the same horizontal plane as the withers. 
____ Determine highest point of withers. Lower cross arm. Steward must measure not vet. 
____ Both levels of the stick have their bubbles centered. 
____ Read measurement and note this on form. See measurement key.
____ Any alterations, scratch outs, or rewrites to any part of the height must be clearly 	
	  indicated and initialed by the measuring official. No changes can be made to the 	
	  information once the form is signed. 
____ All boxes filled in? Height indicated in right hand box?
____ Markings section - all lines filled in or “none” written on the line. 
____ Signature on form completed – show steward and veterinarian’s or other official 	
	 utilized in a competition only measurement.
____Form is uploaded or mailed to USEF. Electronic copy sent to owner unless measurement 	
	 was for competition purposes only. Presenter can take a picture of the completed form.
