Pas de Deux: All Pas de Deux must compete at Rocky Mountain Cup (May 20-22, 2026) as one 
of their required Observation Events. Pas de Deux must additionally attend at least two of the 
Observation Events from the list below. 
Individual: Individuals must attend at least three Observation Events from the list below.

• Tryon CVI (April 9-10, 2026)

• Pacific Cup (May 14-16, 2026)
